Visit your local library to explore Quick
Reads - a guide for learning providers

Introducing Quick Reads through a library visit can be an excellent way to
get people back into reading as well as highlighting the other benefits of
visiting a library.

Getting started:

Since the launch of Quick Reads in 2006, over 50 titles have been
published, a large selection of these are available in most libraries.

Contact your local library and explain you want to bring your group in to
browse the Quick Reads section.

Ask if a member of staff could meet you on arrival and show you the
Quick Reads section, explaining a bit more about the books and the
services that are available at the library.

Sell the benefits of joining the local library:

We all know that you can borrow books from a library, but not everyone is
aware of the range of other services they offer for free. You can borrow:

the latest films on DVD
e music CDs
¢ large print and audio books

Other benefits of being a library member include:

o free computer and internet access (including training courses)
e careers advice

e adult reading groups

e homework clubs for children

e community activities

e school holiday activities

e coffee mornings
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o family craft activities
And it's all free.
Information about why and how to join?
Joining a library is really simple. Everyone who works in a library can tell
you how to join, show you what to do and help you if you’re not sure how

to look for what you want.

If your group hasn’t been to the library before, or for a long time, it is
worthwhile mentioning this information to them.
